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“The Western Gazette reported "The
scenes at Yeovil on the night of VE Day
were unequalled on any occasion within
memory.

Hundreds whirled around in fantastic
dances, jitterbugging, laughing, singing
and shouting. Music was played by Bill
Kelly and his Band and relayed through
amplifiers on a National Fire Service

van.

“In the centre of town St John's grey walls that had
withstood bombs in 1941, although some of the windows
were damaged, were floodlit. Crowds gathered there,
seeking the sense of quietude and peace that were to be
found only a stone's throw from the joyous shouts and
whirling thousands in the Borough. Tired momentarily with
dancing and hoarse from shouting, they lay at ease on the
floodlit grass.”
